This coming month our two sixth graders will join 
our two seventh graders for another campformation weekend 
at Lutheridge, along with Pastor and Dana Krizan.   

I am still amazed at our wonderful Respite Care 
program and the support group we sponsor for 
caregivers of those suffering from memory loss.  Just 
this past week, a new family was added to our program and 
we keep looking for other ways we can support the growing 
number of persons in our community facing these issues and 
concerns. 

Sherry Fowler and I are off to Missouri this month for 
Stephen Ministry Leaders Training and will soon be 
announcing plans for our own Stephen Ministers 
training here at Martin Luther.  What an asset this 
excellent ministry will be for our pastoral care to members 
and neighbors. 

Next year we will celebrate our fiftieth anniversary as a 
congregation and we have much to remember and give thanks 
for, but God is not finished with us yet!  And already he 
is doing a new thing in our midst!  Can you not 
perceive it?  Resurrection is breaking out all over the place.  
Christ is risen and so are we!   

I know Easter is still a week away.  I know the òAlleluiasó are 
still tucked away in that box on our altar.  But I canõt hold it 
in any longer.
