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MLLC Building / Renovations Update

As reported at our serainnual congregational meeting, Novembef,20e are making gooc
progress on our building and renovations plans.

In October, we received a response from our preliminary loan application with the M
Investment Fund (MIF) of the ELCA stating, Yo ur application h
consideration and we are prepared to me
The MIF also approved our request to pursue a $150,000 loan from Lutheran Men i

Ission
as
bt

Mission (LMM) of South Carolina. We should hear from the LMM executive board abgut

that application for a no interest loan sometime in January.

Although the MIF loan is subject to change and will not be set until the final applicati
approved, based on a 15 year amortization and a 7 year adjustable rate of 5%, th
monthly installments for the $250,000 loan would be approximately $1,977, well belo
Caring Family of God Building Campaign pledges. The LMM loan would serve as a s
mortgage to the MIF loan and would be equity only, starting at a lower rate and increas
time. We do not know the exact details of the LMM repayment, but the Mission Inve
Fund required a great deal of information from us in the application process to make cert
even with both of these loans, based on our building fund pledges, our current budget wc
be affected.

b) Adult ("Confirmed") Members are those who have been duly received into

full membership of this congregation by Adult Baptism, Confirmation, Certifi-

cate of Transfer, Renewal of Faith, or Restoration.
Section 24 The duties of Adult lembers are: Yo use faithfully the Means of Grace;
To endeavor by a holy life to manifest gratitude for God!s grace; to seek oppor-
tunities for growth in godliness and in the sense of Christian stewardship; to
further by word, deed and regular offerings for financial support the work of the
congregation, the synod, and The United Lutheran Church in America and, in general,
to strive earmmstly in all manner of living to show forth a truly Christian life,
avoiding all evil and cultivating all good habits,
Section 3, Adult Members shall be subject to annual listing by the Cotuncil as
WAictive™ or "Inactive" Members M"ictive" Members are those who have received the
Sacrament of the Lord!s Supper at least once within the year, and in the judgment
of the Pastor and the Council have reasonably fulfilled the duties defined in
Article IV, Section 2, unless hindered by sickness or other circumstances beyond
their control, Such "Active" Members shall be defined as “members in good stand-
ing " "Inactive" Members are those who, resident or non-resident, have not ful-
filled the requirements for "Active" Membership unless hindered by circumstances
beyond their control, Such "Inactive" Members shall be automatically terminated
when the person receives the Lord!s Supper and enters again upon the rights and
obligations of a member of this congregation,
Section l, A "Communing" Member shall be defined as a member ("active" or “inac—
¥ive") who has received the Sacrament of the Lordls Supner at least once within
the year.,
Section 5, Should a member make request for dismissal to a congregation not of the
Lutheran faith, the Council may grant such statement of standing as, in its judg-
ment, is just and proper,

ARTICLE V——=0f the Pastor
Section 1, The Pastor shall be a minister of the Evangelical Lutheran Church, He
shall be a member of the Evangelical Lutheran Synod of South Carclina of the United
Lutheran Church in lmerica, or shall nromptly become a member of the Synod upon
his acceptance of tha Call by this congregation. Should the Syncd refuse to re~
ceive him, or should he be deposed from the office of the ministry or otherwise
excluded from the membership of the Synod, he shall automatically cease to be the
Pastor of this congregation,
Section 2, The election or the acceptance of the resignation of a Pastor shall be
by written ballot at a properly called congresgational neetings In these matters,
the Council and congregation shall proceed in conference and co-operation with the
synodical authorities., The meeting of the congregation for the election of a
Pastor should be presided over or attended by the President of the Synod or his
representative, At the election of a Pastor, the Council shall nominate only one
person at one time and the vote shall be on his clection. Two-thirds of the votes
cast shall be necessary to an election, When the congregation shall have duly
elected a Pastor, the official "Pastor!s Call Dlank," issued by the United Luther-
an Church in America or by the Synod, shall be used to extend the Call of the
congregation to the Pastor-elect. )
Section 3, Shounld the congregation desire to terminate the rclationship between
it and the Pastor, it shall take action only after the same prayerful consideration
has been used that was invoked at the issuance of its call to him, Action to ter-
minate the pastoral relationship shall become effective only upon a two-thirds
majority of all votes cast in written bailot by "Active" members at a congregation-
al meeting called for the purpose of considering such termination. Such special
meeting (1) may be called by the church council on its own motion or (2) shall be
called by the church council upon the written request of at least 25% of tho
"ictive" members of the coneracatian & -
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
