Continuing with the minutes of Council meeting of September 12, 1961. 

Pastor Boliek reminded all of the Joint Reformation Service to be held at St. Matthews Lutheran 

Church, October 29, 1961 at 8:00 PM.  Dr. F. Eppling Reinantz will be guest Minister.  All council 

Members are urged to be present. 

There being no further business, Thomas Jamison moved for adjournment.  This was seconded by Ervin 

Taylor, voted, and approved.  Council members closed by praying together the Lordõs Prayer. 

A Special Meeting of Church Council of Martin Luther Lutheran Church was held after the service, 

Sunday, September 26, 1961.  Members of Council present were Francis G. Berger, Carroll T. 

Clinkscales, Richard W. Jantzen, H. Edward Murray, and Rev. Paulwyn Boliek.   

The purpose of the meeting was explained by Pastor Boliek.  St. Matthews Lutheran Church, 

Charleston, SC has a number of chairs to give to Martin Luther Church.  These would have to be moved 

within several days.  The two items requiring action were:  should we accept them, if so, how to move 

them and where to store them.  Dr. H. Edward Murray suggested to rent a truck, if members of council 

would help with the moving.  Dr. Murray donated the necessary funds for the truck rental.  It was 

agreed that Council would accept the chairs and would move them Sunday night.  Francis G. Berger 

offered to store the chairs at his home until the church could use them. 

There being no other business, the meeting was adjourned. 

The regular meeting of the Council of Martin Luther Evangelical Lutheran Church was held at the home 

of William J. Schroeder, Fort Sumter Drive, Lawton Bluff, at 8:00 PM, Sunday, October 8, 1961. 

The members of Council present were Francis G. Berger, Carroll T. Clinkscales, Thomas A. Jamison, 

Jr., Richard W. Jantzen, H. Edward Murray, Charles E. Rogers, William J. Schroeder, Ervin H. Taylor 

and Rev. Paulwyn Boliek. 

The meeting was called to order by President William J. Schroeder.  Pastor Boliek led members of 

Council in prayer. 

The minutes of the regular meeting of September 12, 1961, and the special meeting of September 26, 

1961, each were read and approved.  A letter to Rev. J. Shelton Moose, was read, covering the 

notification to Synod that this Congregation did not want to purchase the lot on Folly Road.
